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The Association Of Young Academic Musicians

The Association of Young Academic Musicians (MAG) was founded
in March 2010 in Split as there was a need of creating an organi-
zation that would unite young academically educated musicians
from the wider territory of Split. Young musicians rarely get the
opportunity to perform after finishing their musical education,
which is necessary for their growth and artistic development.
There were many musicians in Split who studied at academies in
Croatia and abroad, who expressed their desire to will for perform-
ing and enriching the cultural activities in Split.

In the past twelve years the Association MAG has been defined
as one of the main initiators of non-institutional cultural activi-
ty in Split. Until now, the Association MAG has organized twelve
chamber music festivals, called MAGfestivals, and twelve concert
seasons, called MAGseasons, with a total of 150 concerts in various
concert venues in Split. These represent continuity in classical mu-
sic concerts that have been missing in Split for a long time. Along
with the permanent audience, relevant institutions have also rec-
ognized the work of the Association. The sector for cultural activity
of the City of Split, Split-Dalmatia County, Ministry of Culture of
the Republic of Croatia, and the Tourist board of the city of Split
have given their support to the activity of the Association.

The former President of the Republic of Croatia, Ivo Josipovi¢, gave
his support to their activities which. As a result, in December of 2012
a charity concert “Concert with the President” was organized by the
Association MAG at the Croatian National Theatre in Split under the
patronage and with the presence of the President of the Republic of
Croatia for the Association MoSt. The concert was performed by the
members of the MAG Association and their guests.

The former President of the Republic of Croatia, Kolinda Gra-
bar-Kitarovi¢ has accepted the invitation of the Association MAG
and has given her patronage to the MAGfestival from 2016 till
2019, and 2020 MAGfestival was under patronage of the President
of the Republic Croatia, Zoran Milanovi¢. MAG was awarded with
the Special prize for arts by the biggest regional daily newspaper
Slobodna Dalmacija and the "Reliable Organization" certificate
awarded by CompanyWall Business.
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Udruga mladih akademskih glazbenika

Udruga mladih akademskih glazbenika (MAG) je.0snovana u
ozujku 2010. godine u Splitu iz potrebe za udruziyanjem mla-
dih akademski obrazovanih glazbenika sa Sireg podrucja grada
Splita u organizaciju koja bi ujedinila umjetnic¢ki rad velikog
broja mladih glazbenika zeljnih koncertiranja. Mladi glazbenici
nakon zavrsetka glazbenog obrazovanja tesko dobivaju priliku
za sviranjem, Sto je neophodno za razvoj i sazrijevanje svakog
umjetnika. Tako se u Splitu nasao veliki broj mladih akadem-
ski obrazovanih glazbenika koji su svoje obrazovanje stekli na
akademijama diljem Hrvatske i inozemstva, a koji su iskazali
Zelju za odrzavanjem koncerata i obogacdivanjem kulturne ak-
tivhosti naseg grada.

U dvanaest godina djelovanja Udruga MAG se profilirala u
jednog od glavnih pokretaca izvaninstitucionalne kulturne ak-
tivnosti u gradu Splitu. U organizaciji Udruge do sada je odrzano
dvanaest MAGfestivala komorne glazbe i dvanaest koncertnih
sezona s ukupno vise od 150 koncerata u razli¢itim koncert-
nim prostorima u Splitu, Sto predstavlja kontinuitet koncera-
ta klasi¢ne glazbe kakav u Splitu dugo nije postojao. To su uz
stalnu publiku prepoznale i nadlezne institucije, pa djelovanje
Udruge MAG potpomaze Grad Split, Ministarstvo kulture RH, Zu-
panija Splitsko-dalmatinska i Turisticka zajednica Grada Splita.

Ujedno je i bivsi Predsjednik Republike Hrvatske dr. sc. Ivo
Josipovi¢ dao podrsku u njihovom djelovanju, sto je u konacnici
rezultiralo da je u prosincu 2012. godine na velikoj sceni HNK

zocnost Predsjednika dr. sc. Ive Josipovi¢a, odrzan humanitarni
.Koncert s Predsjednikom” za Udrugu MoSt na kojem su nastupi-
li Zlanovi MAG-a i gosti.

BivSa Predsjednica Kolinda Grabar - Kitarovi¢ prepoznala je
rad Udruge, tako da se od 2016. do 2019. godine MAGfestival
odrzavao pod pokroviteljstvom Predsjednice RH, a 2020. godine
pod pokroviteljstvom Predsjednika RH Zorana Milanovica.

Udruga MAG dobitnik je Posebne nagrade za umjetnost koju
dodjeljuje dnevni list Slobodna Dalmacija i certifikata ,,Pouzda-
na organizacija* koju dodjeljuje CompanyWall Business.



Hrvatski dom Split — Concert hall

Hrvatski dom Split — Concert hall was constructed 114 years ago
following the designs of the engineer Kamilo Tonci¢, at a time
when Split had only fifteen thousand residents. The magnificent
Secession building was constructed with the commitment and
sacrifice of the citizens of Split, with the aim of housing different
Croatian cultural societies.

The concert hall itself seems to have inherited the turbulent
history of the Croatian people in the 20th century. Namely, after
difficult times in the Kingdom of Yugoslavia, the Italian fascists
destroyed the Art Nouveau facade of the building during the
occupation in the Second World War, and in 1947 all the deco-
rations were removed from the ceremonial hall. After that Con-
cert hall then became Youth house and it has been left to slowly
decay and therefore gradually disappeared from the cultural
consciousness of our city.

Thanks to the complete renovation, this cultural space has been
put back into the function of cultural development of Split, as a
professional concert hall. Concert hall is technically well equipped
and can welcome 250 visitors. On the stage, there is a Steinway
& Sons concert piano, model D274. There are a few concert halls
which can boast with 150 realized events in the last concert sea-
son, of which there were 82 concerts in the ceremonial hall, 30
concerts have taken place in newly opened Jakov Gotovac music
salon, and 38 other cultural and social events.

Hrvatski dom Split — Concert hall became the centre for Split
musicians and has a reputation as the most productive concert
hall in Croatia.




Hrvatski dom Split

Hrvatski dom u Splitu izgraden je prije 114 godina prema pro-
jektu inzenjera Kamila Tonci¢a u vrijeme kada je Split imao
svega petnaestak tisuca stanovnika. Velebno secesijsko zdanje
izgradeno je zalaganjem i odricanjem gradana Splita, s ciljem
okupljanja raznih hrvatskih kulturnih drustava.

Sam Dom kao da je bastinio burnu povijest hrvatskog naroda
u 20. stolje¢u. Naime, nakon teskih vremena u Kraljevini Jugo-
slaviji, talijanski fasisti su za vrijeme okupacije u Drugom svjet-
skom ratu, unistili secesijsko procelje zgrade, a 1947. nasilno su
uklonjeni svi ukrasi iz sve¢ane dvorane. Hrvatski dom postaje
Omladinski dom te polako propada i postupno nestaje iz kul-
turne svijesti nasega grada.

Zahvaljujuci cjelovitoj obnovi ovaj kulturni prostor stavljen
je ponovno u funkciju kulturnog razvoja Splita, kao profesion-
alna koncertna dvorana. Hrvatski dom Split izvrsno je tehnicki
opremljen i moze primiti 250 posjetitelja. Na pozornici se nalazi
koncertni klavir marke Steinway & Sons model D274. Malo koji
se koncertni prostor moze pohvaliti brojkom od 150 realiziranih
dogadanja u protekloj sezoni, od kojih 82 koncerta u Svec¢anoj
dvorani i 30 koncerata u novootvorenom Glazbenom salonu Jak-
ova Gotovca te 38 ostalih kulturnih i drustvenih dogadanja.

Hrvatski dom Split postao je dom splitskih glazbenika te se
profilirao kao najproduktivnija koncertna dvorana u Hrvatskoj.

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Thorwald Jgrgensen is known as one of the leading classical ther-
emin players in the world. After graduating from the conservato-

ry, he quickly established himself as one of the most prominent
players of the theremin and made full-time career of playing this
instrument. Since the playing technique also resembles that of a
string instrument, he was coached by Saskia Boon, former cellist
with the Royal Concertgebouw Orchestra. Thorwald has played
numerous concerts in Europe, both North and South America, Can-
ada and Russia. He played as a soloist with numerous orchestras
around the world, such as Philharmonie Zuid-Nederland, Brussels
Philharmonic, Cyprus Symphony Orchestra, Zeeland Symphony Or-
chestra, Opera2Day, Kammerphilharmonie Bremen, Dutch Theatre
Orchestra, Antalya Symphony Orchestra, Ottawa Chamber Players,
Boston Philharmonic Orchestra, Bursa State Symphony Orchestra,
Royal Stockholm Philharmonic, Royal Chamber Orchestra of Wall-
onie, Bremen Philharmonic, Norrkdping symphony orchestra, lzmir
Symphony Orchestra and the Presidential Orchestra of Turkey. As

a chamber musician, Thorwald works with both pianist Kamilla
Bystrova and the Utrecht String Quartet. Thorwald is an advocate
for new theremin repertoire and composers from all over the world
have written pieces for him. Recently Thorwald also started com-
posing himself, resulting in several solo pieces for the theremin. His
first comyposition Distant Shores for theremin, voice and loop-sta-
tion were an instant success and was recorded for TV and radio in
Canada, Turkey, Cuba, Russia, USA and the Netherlands. Thorwald
Currently plays an Etherwave Pro MOOG theremin.

Oumuamua is the first interstellar object sighted in our galaxy and
its name, taken from the Hawaiian language, comes from the fact
that the telescope that first observed it is located on these very
islands. In the indigenous language, Oumuamua means 'messen-
ger from far away' This work is dedicated to the duo formed by
Thorwald Jgrgensen and Josip Dragnic. At the beginning we hear
radio interference from the theremin's glissati, then a slow advance
brings in the guitar. Afterwards, everything is thrown into a sonic
vortex that seems to approach and then dissolve into nothingness
like the passage of Oumuamua.

Kao komorni glazbenik, Thorwald radi s pijanisticom
Kamillom Bystrovom i gudackim kvartetom iz Utrechta. Thor-
wald potice stvaranje novog repertoara za teremin tako da su
skladatelji iz cijelog svijeta pisali djela za njega. Nedavno jei
sam Thorwald zapoceo sa skladanjem, sto je rezultiralo neko-
licinom solistickih djela za teremin. Njegova prvakompozicija
Distant Shores za teremin, glas i loopstation odmah je polucila
uspjeh i snimljena je za televizijske i radio postajeru Kanadi,
Turskoj, Kubi, Rusiji, Americi i Nizozemskoj. Thorwald trenutno
svira na tereminu Ehterwave Pro MOOG.

Oumuamua je prvi meduzvjezdani objekt snimljen u na
galaksiji, a njegovo ime je preuzeto iz havdjskég jézika, dola
iz ¢injenice da je teleskop koji ga je prvi zabiljeZio smjesten na
istoimenom otocju. Na autohtonom jeziku, Oumuamua znaci
"poslanik iz daleka". Ovo djelo je posveceno duetu kojeg cCine
Thorwald Jgrgensen i Josip Dragni¢. Na pocetku ¢ujemo inter-
ferenciju radio valova iz glisanda na tereminu, a nakon toga se
polagano uvodi gitara. Nakon toga, svi zvukovi se izmijesaju u
glazbenom vrtlogu koji se prividno pribliZava, te potom prelazi
u nistavilo, upravo kao prolaz Oumuamue.

Gordan currently leads an international saxophone class at
UMAS and is also an artistic director of the ensemble for contem-
porary music S/UMAS.

He often leads masterclasses in Croatia and internationally
and is a regular member of the judging panels at international
music competitions.
